	Other Qualifications: Good seamanship and small boat skills.  Tour on NOAA fisheries or research vessel highly desirable.  Mechanical aptitude or engineering experience also desirable.
	Billet Description: The incumbent is a member of the Environmental Conservation Division’s (ECD) scientific staff with multiple responsibilities.  The primary role is that of Junior Officer-In-Charge (JOIC) of the Division’s research vessel.  The R/V HAROLD W. STREETER is a 45’ wooden trawler which operates throughout Puget Sound, the Strait of Juan de Fuca, and the San Juan Islands with occasional extended trips into British Columbia.  The STREETER spends approximately 100 days a year at sea, conducting a mixture of day trips and trips of 1-3 weeks duration.  Vessel operations consist of bottom trawling and surface pair trawling, as well as deployment of buoys, sediment grabs, oceanographic instruments, and towed equipment.  With the OIC, the JOIC serves as the vessel’s deck and engineering departments, so excellent seamanship and mechanical skills are required (EC staff provide additional expertise to support operations and maintenance).  In addition to STREETER duties, the incumbent will assist the OIC with upkeep and administration of ECD’s six small boats.  It is expected that JOIC and small boat duties will account for ~60-70% of the incumbent’s time.

In addition, the incumbent will be expected to be involved with the Division’s research.  Depending on the background and aptitude of the incumbent, they will be involved in field and laboratory data gathering and analysis, as well as scientific writing and editing.  The ECD conducts a wide variety of research encompassing ecotoxicology, estuarine and marine ecology, watershed processes, and many other disciplines.  NOAA Fisheries uses information from the Division regionally and nationally to conserve species and restore habitat function and quality.

7. Assist with ECD small boat operations and coordination
8. Contribute to the ECD’s scientific mission in a manner consistent with education and experience
As JOIC, the incumbent will be expected to display maturity, good judgment and good seamanship, especially when qualified to be acting OIC.  The incumbent may also be required to display initiative to help identify and coordinate a scientific role in the Division.

	Career Development Opportunities: This billet represents an excellent opportunity for a junior NOAA Corps officer.  The billet is expected to last approximately 18 months, and serve as preparation for a subsequent tour of approximately the same time as OIC.  The incumbent will gain experience in all areas of operating a fisheries research vessel, from handling nets on deck to troubleshooting problems in the engine room.  The incumbent will also become familiar with NOAA’s Small Boat Program and small boat maintenance and operation.  

The incumbent also has the opportunity participate directly in all aspects of scientific research.  Depending on the incumbent’s experience, education, and aptitude, they may be involved in everything from field data gathering, laboratory and statistical analysis, to the preparation and publication of scientific papers.  The NWFSC’s close proximity to the University of Washington provides an opportunity to use the excellent local education facilities for advanced studies in marine and fisheries science.
