The officer should be able to work with minimal supervision and be able to communicate well in public forums,
	Billet Description: This billet resides within the Navigation Response Branch, Navigation Services Division, Office of Coast Survey, National Ocean Service.  The officer will be the Safety Officer for the Navigation Response Branch (NRB) which will entail setting and carrying out safety policy and small boat policy on the Navigation Response Teams (NRT).  In addition the officer will be the OCS representative on the NOS Small Boat Committee and the NSD representative on the NOAA Emergency Response Safety Team.  The officer will be responsible for the coordination of technology development and implementation on the NRTs and in that capacity work closely with the Hydrographic Systems Technology Program.  The officer will work to standardize NRT products and deliverables and will work on keeping the NRB Field Manual up to date.

In addition the officer will augment on NRT on an as needed basis and be deployed on Emergency Responses when a NRB representative is required at an Emergency Response Center for on site intra-agency coordination is required.  The officer may be tasked with operating as a Navigation Response Team Leader sporadically.  The officer will coordinate with Remote Sensing Division to provide required geodetic control and track Chart Evaluation File verification projects. The officer will also assist in the administrative duties as required by the Navigation Response Branch Chief.
