- Lead or work within the NOAA Scientific Support Team during oil spills and releases of hazardous materials, providing critical

scientific information, making recommendations for effective clean up that protects and restores marine natural resources.

- Coordinate National Weather Service, National Marine Sanctuary Program, Office of Coast Survey, NOAA Fisheries, and

other NOAA emergency response assets on scene during an incident response working within the Incident Command System

- Works with the regional SSC's to develop elements of the regional and area contingency plans related to establishing
shoreline protection priorities, determining protection strategies, and developing shoreline clean up plans.

- Contributes to contingency planning meetings and exercises in preparation for responses.

- When necessary, the officer may be required to act as the SSC in his/her absence and will be required to perform all of the
necessary duties and responsibilities of that role, as listed in the first 3 bullets, including supervision of the on-scene
Scientific Support Team. These teams can consist of two to ten personnel of varied scientific and information
management disciplines (GS9 - GS14).

- Responsible for maintaining a high degree of readiness by attending mission-specific training courses and workshops.

- Provide support to the HAZMAT Special Projects Officer on tasks associated with projects across the country.

- Must be ready to respond and travel to an emergency 24-hours/day, 7-days/week nationwide.

- Travel on average of 3 days/month for scheduled meetings and special projects. During a major spill response, a 2 week
rotation on-scene may be needed.
